Warranty will increase from two years to five years upon registration. You will also receive a free copy of SMART Ideas, SMART’s concept mapping software.

· Download the most current version of SMART Notebook Software and Drivers 

· This product key will be used to activate the software: (needs to be added by reseller or district)
· You will need administration rights to install software
· Create an account on SMART Exchange, SMART’s online community of educators.  Specifically check out the “forum” and “download” links.  There is a folder titled “California User Group” under the download link.  This is where California teachers can upload and download SMART Notebook files.   Make sure to keep track of your username and password.  

· Check out SMART created lessons on SMART’s Education site.  Take advantage of the thousands of Notebook software lesson activities for your classroom.  Lessons are searchable by state standard, grade, and subject area. This is a great place for new users to start.  

· Feel free to begin playing with Notebook software before starting the Power Series. Its intuitive nature will help you catch on quickly.  You are welcome to download Notebook software on your personal computers at home.  Use your school or district product key for home use as well.
